Profile of a Nonagenarian

R. Milton Boyce was born in Danbury on November 11, 1910, making him 92 years old. Not
only is Milt our oldest member in terms of his age, but by joining this club in March 1943, he
holds the unique distinction of being our longest serving member as well, with 60 years of ser-
vice and a meeting attendance record that is an inspiration to all. Milt was sponsored into the
club by Bob Watson. Milt is a Melvin Jones Fellow. At our luncheon meeting of June 26, 2003,
Fran Evans resigned as President of our club. The Board of Directors nominated and unani-
mously elected Milt to fill Fran’s unexpired term. Milt is, therefore, officially a Past President of
our club.

Milt has been married to his wife, Mildred, since October 22, 1938. They celebrated 64 years of
marriage last year. Milt and Mildred have three sons and six grandchildren.

Milt attended Bay Path College in Springfield, MA, where he majored in accounting and finance.

Later Milt was employed by Bard Parker Manufacturing where he moved through the ranks from
Accountant to Controller to Treasurer to Director of Operations, retiring in 1968.

Milt would like to be thought of as a true Danburian.
“There’s no other place I'd rather live than Danbury. | love this city.”

In addition to being a Lion, Milt has been a long time member of the First Congregational
Church of Danbury where he holds the title of Treasurer Emeritus. He is also a member of the
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Masons, the Odd Fellows and the Ridgefield Country Club, where he’'s been a member for 52
years, and Milt was formerly a member of the Danbury Club, which no longer exists. Milt held
the office of President of the Danbury Club. With the single exception of the Masons, Milt has —
at one time or another — served as Treasurer of each of the clubs and organizations he has be-
longed to.

Milt also served on the Board of Estimates and Taxation for 10 years, setting the mil rate and
approving the city budget.

Milt has also served this city’s people through government work. He served on the Board of Al-
dermen for six years holding the office of President of the Board for four of those six years.

Milt has also volunteered his services to Danbury Hospital. For 25 to 30 years from the mid
1950’s into the 1980's, he served on the Finance Committee. Part of that time he also served
on the Auditing Committee and the Personnel Committee. Milt was also Vice President of the
Board of Managers for one year.

With all of this, Milt feels his most important accomplishment was serving under Mayor Thayer
Bowman (one of our deceased Lions), as Chairman of the Consolidation Committee, to see to
the smooth unification of the city and town of Danbury, a job that was accomplished with com-
plete success due to the skills of the committee.

Milt was on the committee that originally set up the system to collect tickets for the Danbury
High School football games, and he was one of the original members of the Lions Sliding Com-
mittee, which arranged with the city police to close off Washington Avenue in the winter so the

local children could go sledding (sliding) safely down Washington Avenue.

R. Milton Boyce dies at 97, Danbury business and civic leader

Born Robert Milton Boyce, most in Danbury knew him as "Milt". The second child of Harry
Milton Boyce and Grace Belle Sayer, he used his financial and business skills ltechebusi-
nessmen and community service groups better manage their businesses. ldEongshee-
liever in the benefits of education and community service. Milt graduated from Dastharyls
before studying accounting and finance at Bay Path College, Longmeadow, IMdsse 2008,
Bay Path College honored him with their Lifetime Achievement Award givelutoreae for
extraordinary professional and lifetime achievement.

After graduation in 1931, Milt had a difficult time finding an accountant's job in the siepne
period, so he worked for a Long Island road contractor, then a local hat factoey defac-
countant's position became available at Bard Parker. He started in 1933, now consiblered t
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the peak of the depression, as a junior accountant. Once in his chosen field, he soonanastered
passion for cost accounting and the tax codes. By 1935, he became the Chief Accountant. In
1968, after 35 years of service, he retired from Bard Parker, which had becowfeBzaton
Dickinson. He was their Director of the Bard Parker Operations. Afteemednt, he continued

to provide financial consulting to the Parker family, as well as many ath&anbury. From

July 1962 to November 1980, he was an active Trustee for the Union Savings Bank.

Milt joined the Danbury Lions Club in 1943 and was their oldest member. In addition, he volun-
teered for the Red Cross and Community Chest (United Way) and was on TheoS#waiy
Advisory Board. He was quite proud of his years of service for the Town of Danmlithiea
Danbury Hospital. During his tour there was substantial growth in Danbury, and hertzafs pa

the planning process. He served six years as City Alderman and its Chairrfaur fears. He

was on the Danbury Common Council, the former City Board of Estimate and Taxatien for
years, the Joint Tax Board and Fire Commissioner for the Danbury Fire Departm&@62-

63, he was appointed by former Mayor Thayer Bowman to Chair the City-Town Cotisalida
Commission. His leadership enabled the Commission to consolidate the Town of Danbury and
the City of Danbury into a single modern government. From 1950 to 1980, he also served on the
Danbury Hospital Board of Managers holding positions as Vice President and Trnséeleli-

tion, Milt was a long term and active member of the First Congregational Churahg lsavwed
several years as its Treasurer. He served as President of theDambery Club, and Treasurer
and Board member of the Ridgewood Country Club. He was a Mason at the Union Lodge, an
active member of the Odd Fellows and the Citizens Hose Company No. 6.

Milt was married to Mildred Taylor for 68 years until her death on 1/5/07. Thegdhdnistory
